The audition requirements for the EBR All Parish High School Jazz Band are:

SCALES (same as EBR All Parish Honor Band auditions): 

All Saxes, Trombones, Trumpets, Bass, Guitar, and Piano must perform the C, F, Bb, Gb, B, E and Chromatic Scales for this audition (same requirements as the All Parish High School Honor Band)… Rhythm section players should play all scales two octaves. The chromatic scale should be played two octaves on bass and guitar from low E upward. The piano is to play two octaves starting on any pitch with both hands at the same time.

Each student is to provide his/her own equipment for auditions.  A bass amp and keyboard amp will be provided. Guitarists can use the keyboard amp if so desired.
